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Raphael Bordallo Pinheiro (1846-1905) was born in Lisbon into 
a family of artists. A curious and restless spirit, he attended the 
School of Dramatic Arts, the Academy of Fine Arts and Academy 
of Fine Arts and the Superior Course of Literature, establishing 
himself as a journalist, caricaturist and ceramist, and establishing 
himself as one of the most remarkable figures of Portuguese 
culture in the second half of the 19th century.

Bordallo was close to the circle of naturalist intellectuals and 
artists who defined the 70s Generation, and with personalities 
from the most diverse backgrounds, ideologies and convictions, 
both political and artistic, while always maintaining his 
independence and critical spirit.

A fierce defender of press freedom, he signed texts and caricatures 
that captured the politics and society of the time with a unique 
sharpness. Humour was, in his hands a strategy of denunciation 
and a way of fighting for a fairer society.

Eternal representative of the Portuguese people, “Zé Povinho” 
was born in the newspaper “A Lanterna Mágica” on June 12th 1875 
and, to the present day, is a symbol of resistance to the power and 
a perfect example of how laughter can be a weapon or a remedy.

ABOUT RAPHAEL 
BORDALLO PINHEIRO
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Raphael Bordallo Pinheiro’s ceramic work truly began with the 
foundation of the Faience Factory of Caldas da Rainha (1884). 
His project became eternal in the history of ceramics in Caldas 
with national and international repercussions. Drawing from 
the naturalistic movement of local ceramics, Raphael Bordallo 
Pinheiro reinvented and updated them, producing hundreds 
of models of great creativity and technical quality. This work 
has earned him recognition at various international events 
with special emphasis on the Portuguese Pavilion at the Paris 
International Exhibition (1889).

Raphael synthesised a vast universe of cultural references, 
introducing in his production “rocaille” forms and Renaissance 
and Oriental influences, visible in pieces such as the Arab 
perfume-maker, Manueline woodcarving, tiles and the imposing 
Beethoven Vase, which he sold to the President of Brazil, Campos 
Sales, in 1899.

The influence of art nouveau in his work was also strongly felt as a 
result of his travels in France, England and Belgium, together with 
his brother Feliciano, the factory manager. But one of Raphael’s 
great merits was his ability to incorporating all these trends into 
a very personal and innovative vision, full of meaning, expression, 
irony and humour.

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Paulo and Virgínia is a smaller scale replica of the pair 
ofgiant frogs by Raphael Bordallo Pinheiro, created 
in 1889 and used to decorate fountains and gardens. 
According to the tradition of the Factory, Bordallo even 
nicknamed these two characters as Paulo and Virgínia, 
inspired in the novel Paul et Virginie by Bernardin 
de Saint-Pierre, of 1787. This sculptural adorned the 
D. Carlos I Park, in Caldas da Rainha, from 1914 to 1920, 
as can be seen on postcards of the time, and was present 
in the Portuguese pavilion at the Universal Exhibition 
in Paris in 1889. The pair of frogs in love was exhibited 
by Raphael as one of the main pieces in his exhibition 
in Rio de Janeiro in 1899, when his majestic 
Beethoven Vase was presented in Brazil.

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The Sardine by Bordallo Pinheiro 
collection is the result of 

collaboration between the 
Caldas da Rainha Factory and 

EGEAC/Câmara Municipal de Lisboa. 
In 2021 the collection 

is composed by 100+1 sardines. 
This collection is revised every
